
Empty ALL OF BAG A into (1) stock tank and empty 
ALL OF BAG B into the other stock tank. Add equal 
amounts of water into each stock tank and mix thor-
oughly until dissolved. �e warmer the water, the faster 
the dissolve rate. Once powders are dissolved, concen-
trates are ready to use. 

Never mix the concentrates of BAG A and BAG B 
directly together or the calcium (Ca), phosphorus (P) 
and sulfur (S) will precipitate out and be unavailable. 
Keep concentrates out of sunlight and cool. �ere may 
be a trace of sediment that settles to the bottom. No 
reason for concern. It is an inert �ller. 

Always add equal parts of BAG A & BAG B nutrient concentrates into your water �lled reservoir.   Once added, 
this is called 'working solution'. If your target is 2.0 EC, keep adding until target is reached. THEN adjust pH. 
We recommend using phosphoric acid for adjusting pH down.

If using automatic dosing systems (highly recommended), select the CF/EC level required and leave the unit to 
dose the nutrient reservoir automatically. For pH stock tanks, dilute your acid/base 1000:1, select pH level 5.8 - 
6.2 and leave the unit to dose nutrient reservoir. Check accuracy with handheld meters o�en. Dosers add 
nutrients and pH adjuster incrementally. 1 EC = 10 CF = 700 ppm. 

If manually dosing, add small quantities of BAG A concentrates and BAG B concentrates to the nutrient reser-
voir, recheck the EC and continue until the desired conductivity target is achieved. We recommend always 
using a �oat valve to automatically add makeup water to replace that which is transpired by plants.
